7 new cases in PEI, total to 18. Related to international travel, 4x Female, 3x Male, 20s to

70s, at home, doing well. As we continue to see numbers in PEI grow, continue to stress

social distancing, physical distancing, self-isolation. The terms social distancing and

physical distancing are being used interchangeably now.

Those who are not isolating must try to keep that 2m apart is really critical to slow the
spread in PEI. Stay home as much as possible. If leave the house for essentials, keep 2m
between yourself and others. There is reporting going on of those not respecting the
measures, so to clarify:

At province entry points (Bridge and Airport; Ferry use has been discontinued for travel), in

addition to names and contact information, authorities are asking: where persons arriving

come from, if they have a support system to assist them when they arrive and must self-

isolate for 14 days per the order in place. Those planning to arrive who do not have support

should not come.

The two NESS clinics are expanding, with Charlottetown one since the weekend, and the
Summerside one starting soon. Anyone with flu-like symptoms, whether having traveled or
not, should contact 811 or their doctor or nurse practitioner to get an appointment for
testing.

As for reporting of non-compliance, enforcement followed up over the past weekend. Of the

56 complaints registered, 26 homes were visited, 12 verbal warnings were given, and 9

written warnings were issued.

PEI Government has indicated that they are looking at temporary options to assist those

persons not able to self-isolate without support.

Using the time leading up to the increase in cases to expand and train our healthcare
workforce, and adjust services offered to provide testing for Islanders, adapting facilities to
treat and isolate patients with COVID-19 while protecting other patients who have not been
exposed. In order to achieve these priorities, as a health system, shifted our focus to
controlling COVID-19 and attacking the virus. Asking staff to move their thinking from what
they do every day supporting individuals and families, to also think of what’ s best for the
greater good.

Continue to hear good response from retirees and volunteers across PEI: more than 200

people standing by, nurses, doctors, respiratory therapists, physiotherapists, volunteers,

are connecting with specific resources as they are needed.

Pleased to report that with access to NESS, we will receive 26 new ventilators for patients
who become extremely sick with COVID-19. This is in addition to the confirmed order for 12
ventilators arriving this spring, to the 15 ventilators requested from Federal Government,
and to the 19 ventilators we currently have available.

The NESS and Cough and Fever Clinics: Began Saturday in Charlottetown, has drive-thru

testing, open 8 hours a day, 7 days a week. Over the weekend, tested 68 people, assessed

over 25 patients. Second Cough and Fever Clinic opens today in Summerside (in addition

to drive-thru testing), 24 people tested there this past weekend.

During Q&A, the level of risk of community transmission was asked, to which CPHO Dr.

Morrison replied that there is no doubt that while it hasn’t been seen so far, that it will

eventually start, but for now, all cases are still linked only to international travel.

So far, at the Confederation Bridge, there has been no need to call on authority to turn
persons away. Dr. Morrison mentioned that some coming in to PEI, upon screening, turned
back on their own.

It was mentioned that 811 call-back time was less than 1 hour over the past weekend.

People are able to get appointments to get screened the next morning or even same-day,

for now.

All of the 13 new cases are in the Eastern Health region. Nine people are now hospitalized,
7 people recovered.

The first death related to COVID-19 in NL was confirmed. the death was 78 years old, had

underlying health issues and was admitted to hospital from home. The Chief Medical
Officer of health, Dr. Fitzgerald confirmed this case is linked to the Caul's Funeral Home

cluster. The Caul's cluster accounts for 75 per cent of the province's caseload, with 111

being traced back to a single wake.
NL's announcement of new measures to further prevent the spread of the virus:

Funeral services, visitations and wakes are now prohibited. Burials and weddings are

limited to no more than five people, including the officiant. Retails stores that remain open

to sell essential items have to stop selling lottery tickets, including scratch-offs and Nevada

tickets.
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
