recovered. None are hospitalized. Another 169 negative tests have been received since

yesterday.

PEI continues to wait for test results to come back, so this is not a time to become
complacent. Neighboring provinces are having an increase in cases, so concern about
community transmission is ongoing.

Do not assume PEI has passed pandemic threat. If measures are ignored now, it will
create an opportunity for community transmission. If PEI experiences community
transmission, the health system will struggle to maintain essential services.

Cannot stop the pandemic from coming, but can slow and limit the spread. Stay home,

ensure physical distancing for essential errands, wash hands often, self-isolate if returning

to the province. Thank you to the majority making these tough behavior changes.
During Q&A, CPHO Dr. Morrison was asked to comment on U.S. President’ s decision to
stop 3M sending masks to Canada. She mentioned that Dr. Tam was addressing that
question a few minutes ago, and that she (Dr. Morrison) believes some of the materials
they use are made in Canada and that she was surprised to hear that announcement
yesterday.

There was a question about Ch’ town Airport measure, again it was repeated that it is very

similar to controls at the Bridge, including taking down name and contact information of

each traveler for a daily follow-up over the next 14 days. If travelers cannot be reached

during the follow-up period, law enforcement will follow up.

There was a question regarding wearing masks, or not. CPHO Dr. Morrison replied that
medical masks should be used by medical health providers. Masks are not useful
protecting asymptomatic people, they are useful for those who have symptoms, however

those with symptoms shouldn’t be going outside. Wearing masks or not is a decision

influenced by community transmission, which PEI does not have right now.

One question in particular was asked in order to humanize the 22 cases so that they may
be viewed as people and not in a negative light. There was a clarification about warnings
for non-compliance. Warnings are given first, but charges do happen (3 so far). As regards
the Premier’ s previous statement of “no more warnings”, this was meant more as
meaning the orders must be taken seriously and not as optional.

There was discussion around the eventual lift (removal) of orders and measures (self-

isolation, etc.). CPHO Dr. Morrison said the most important thing is to avoid lifting orders

and measures too early, which would allow more new cases to occur.

Do not think more cases won’ t happen here. We are doing the right thing, but need to
continue. "We are no means across the finish line in this pandemic. In fact, the finish line

is nowhere on the horizon."
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
