Even though there are no new cases, expect there will be

more, and some may need to be hospitalized.

Cough and Fever, and Drive-thru testing clinics continue 7 days a week, including this

weekend. Tests are by referral or 811 only, for anyone having any symptoms. Upon arrival,
remain in your vehicle until notified by staff.

Ground Search and Rescue are in provincial parks to monitor physical distancing.

Reminder: designate only 1 person per household to go out and get groceries and other

essentials. Only celebrate Easter in-person with those you live with, all others should be

through telephone and/or online means; find new ways to connect.
Emergency (911) and essential care (for chronic conditions) are continuing.

Islanders’ _hard work is having an impact, and a good one, on the province. Discussions

are starting about how and when measures and restrictions will ease up. Thank you

Islanders for incredible hard work in following measures.

During Q&A, local testing was confirmed to be increasing as planned. PEI is now receiving

help from NS as well as from the NML in Winnipeg. PEl is also keeping some tests aside

and available just in case, for example, if there were an outbreak in a long-term care

facility, to be able to react quickly.
