e Symptom range for COVID-19 now broader based on observations: fever of 38 C or

higher, new cough or worsening chronic cough, sore throat, runny nose, and headache.
Fever and cough are still the two most common symptoms.

Even if the symptoms seem mild, if you have two or more of those symptoms contact
your family physician or 811, and follow health services instructions.

Self-isolate immediately and avoid contact with anyone until it has been confirmed you
do not have COVID-19.

e 74 cases out of 116 confirmed cases so far have recovered. We are on the right track,
but numbers of confirmed cases and hospitalisations are likely to continue to increase in
the coming week; it is not the time to relax.

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A) There are no new cases. 175 negative tests were received over the weekend. Of the 25

confirmed cases, 23 are considered recovered. Overall, more than 1900 tests done, with a

per-capita figure above national average.

B) As for Northumberland ferry service with NS starting May 1, screening points will be set up,

like the Confederation Bridge and Ch’'town Airport.

C) Regarding compliance to measures, over 200 calls received, over 100 door-knocks/checks,
several verbal and written warnings issues, 5 charges laid.

D) As regards the delay in the start of the recreational fishing season, decisions are being

reviewed daily, if there is a revision or change, an announcement will be made.

E) During Q&A, questions revolved mainly around the possibility of lifting/relaxing restrictions
and measures within the province, while keeping borders closed. CPHO Dr. Morrison was
hopeful but non-committal in her answers as this is an ongoing discussion.
