D) Minister Fox announced that 250 students will be hired through Team Seafood. Annual

Jobs for Youth will increase by 280 placements, and subsidy to employers will increase

from 50% to 75% of students’ wages. Private and local government employers are

encouraged to apply for these programs to benefit from hiring a student employee this

summer.
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During Q&A, Minister MacKay responded that his Department will announce supports for
the Tourism Industry in the next few days. Minister Fox said of the lobster season that
discussions have been going on for 4 weeks with federal (DFO) and other provinces; the

decision is still forthcoming.

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There are no new cases in PEI today. Close to 2000 tests have been done in PEL.

The Premier was present at this briefing for the unveiling of PEI's COVID-19 modeling. He

highlighted the early adaptation of strong measures in PEI, citing the province’s leadership
in limiting interprovincial travel, enforcing self-isolation and social distancing, and protecting
long-term and community care facilities. He expressed empathy for the difficult ongoing
situation’s impacts, and for trying to figure out how to get back to a “new” normal. He said

he is speaking with CPHO about a smart ease-back of measures to ensure a gradual and

safe transition. This won’t happen today or tomorrow, but he is hoping it will be soon.

The CPHO introduced the modeling, put together by an expert group of modelers (Atlantic

Vet College, epidemiologists from Health Information Unit at Health PEI, sources outside

PEI Government, and Chief Public Health Office). Modeling numbers take into account the

nationwide 19% rate of hospitalization (and within this, 28% of this proportion as ICU).

Modeling uses data from other countries, Canada, and PEI. Scenarios are aiming to see

what is required to reduce the level of people a person infects to less-than-1. Two

scenarios were defined: Mild Control Measures, and Strong Control Measures. For

reference, PEI has been and is currently using the Strong Control Measures protocol.

The Strong Control Measures keep hospitalizations at 100 times fewer than Mild Control

Measures would. The graphs show that if the Strong Control Measures were relaxed in PEI

today, by mid-May, the hospitalization capacity (207 acute care beds) would be exceeded

in PEI. The model is seen as reassuring (cases are staying low) and motivating (keep
enforcing the measures because they are working).

During Q&A, the Premier and CPHO were asked what easing back the measures could

look like, and they responded that the biggest risk right now is the importation of cases, so

there is no plan to ease up at points of entry at this time. Rather, they would look at lifting

measures inside PEI if people can continue to have physical distancing (one example given
was retail). It is an ongoing discussion. Another issue asked about was foreign workers: the

Premier mentioned this is federally regulated, so even though he expressed there are
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11,000 Islanders out of work right now, there will still be foreign workers arriving on PEI.
Hotel rooms have been set aside for them to self-isolate on arrival, and companies have
been notified of this arrangement. Usually there are about 600-700 foreign workers in PEI,
but right now it looks like about 100 will come.
