A) If anyone needs immediate care, it is still safe to go to emergency department.

Hospitals have taken precautions to keep people suspected of having COVID-19 away
from the emergency room, for example, by establishing testing/assessment sites
elsewhere.

B) One (1) new confirmed case; total of 117 confirmed cases in NB

C) Even if you have very mild symptomes, it is important to get tested.

D) EMP (Extra-Mural Program, at-home care) is still being offered and has taken steps to

decrease the risk of spreading the virus, for example by providing care remotely and

screening patients and employees to check for the possibility of COVID-19
contamination. It is of the utmost importance that all be honest when answering EMP
guestions so that if there is a possibility that one is infected, EMP can take the
appropriate steps and precautions.

E) Legislative amendments: the House will sit on Friday at 9 a.m. for legislative

amendments to provide protection for workers who must take a leave of

absence/furlough due to COVID-19.

F) Also, another amendment was supposed to be aimed at increasing the maximum
amounts of fines given for social distancing non-compliance, but the decrease in cases
numbers seems to indicate this may not be necessary (to be discussed tonight at the
COVID-19 cabinet meeting).

G) Statutes of limitation for courts and tribunals will also be expanded, statutory

deadlines extended where required by 90 days after the State of Emergency is lifted.
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H) There are still challenges to establish emergency childcare facilities in some regions;

new amendments to the Emergency Measures Act will enable the Department of

Education and Early Childhood Development to draw on its resources such as school

facilities to help open emergency childcare facilities.

I) More details on the long-term care facilities workers federal program (temporary pay
raises) are needed to know how many/if any New Brunswickers qualify and how the
program will work. For example, the NB nursing home workers’ income exceeds the
$2,500 per month eligibility cut-off line established by the Federal Government. NB
Gov. is now reviewing the documents.

J) Water levels have risen between Fredericton and Gagetown but if things go as

forecasted, they will be going back down in the coming days. Avoid flood-watching.
