A) No new case; total of NB cases remains at 117. Rate of recovery continues to be

strong, and number of hospitalisations is still low, with no deaths to date.

B) 586 new tests done yesterday, the largest volume of tests per day since the beginning
of the pandemic; total of tests done so far is of 9,900.

C) ltis still especially vital that all continue to obey social distancing and self-isolation
regulations put in place.

D) House sat today in the legislative assembly to discuss points announced yesterday,

such as:

a. Amendment passed to allow the NB Government to quickly and efficiently set up

emergency childcare centers if needed

b. Moadifications to the Employment Standards Act to address issues related to leaves

or absences due to the state of emergency

E) This morning (April 17), Environment and Local Government Minister Jeff Carr, Premier
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Higgs, the Municipal Associations and all NB Mayors participated in a conference call
(114 participants in total) to discuss and review the current situation in NB and future

plans.
F) NB is not going back to normal anytime soon, but will move in that direction. Non-

essential businesses will not be allowed to reopen for while still, but they are still
encouraged to start planning for an eventual gradual opening with new potential safety
restrictions (providing masks, gloves, sanitizers, etc. to employers and/or clients, etc.) in
the future.

G) Inthe coming weeks and months, NB will start considering how certain sectors,
activities, businesses (retail shops, hairdressers, etc.) can possibly resume while still
maintaining social distancing regulations and the likes.

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A) No new cases, 118 negative test results received from yesterday. Heading into the

weekend, all must continue to maintain all the public health measures in place. Anyone
experiencing any symptoms related to COVID-19 should contact their physician/nurse
practitioner or call 811 to get tested.

B) CPHO Dr. Morrison expressed a concern about increased alcohol and drug use and other

risky behaviors. She reminded Islanders of low-risk drinking guidelines for women: max 2

drinks/day, adding up to max 10 drinks/week, and for men: max 3 drinks/day, adding up to

max 15 drinks/week. Support programs are available through Health PEI at 1-800-218-

C) During state of emergency, as regards coming in to PEI, residents and essential workers
do not need to call ahead to be allowed entry. However, individuals with other reasons
which may be considered (e.g. compassionate grounds) should contact 902-894-0385 or

publicsafety@gov.pe.ca ahead, to coordinate their arrival with Emergency Measures

Organization (EMO). EMO is returning travel-related inquiries within 24 hours.
D) Health PEI Chief Dowling repeated the measures in place to protect long-term care
facilities.

E) This weekend, no scheduled public briefings are planned in principle (unless a significant

change in the situation occurs). Ongoing tests’ results will be provided via PEI

Government’s social media, news media, and website.

F) During Q&A, it was mentioned that a statement from Northumberland Ferries is coming in
the next couple of days. One reporter called into question the PCR kits PEI is using, and

CPHO Dr. Morrison confirmed all of PEI’s kits are approved by Health Canada.
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Getting back to normal will be ‘gradual’ and in stages, Haggie says
