C) NB will provide one tablet for each ten residents in nursing homes, so that residents can

stay connected with their loved ones outside the nursing homes, and also have access
to healthcare more easily; a total of approximately 480 iPads will be delivered across
NB and technical support will be provided; a virtual healthcare application will be
installed on all iPads enabling physicians to provide healthcare remotely; those tablets
will also prove useful after the pandemic is over.
D) Only 29 tickets for violating the State of Emergency Order given out as of April 20; the

large majority of NBers have been complying the restrictions.

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A) There are no new cases in PEI. Now, 24 of the 26 cases are considered recovered. Rate of
cases in PEl is 19 per 100,000 (vs QC 275 per 100,000). Testing is ongoing, with over 2500

done and 109 still pending.
B) The follow-up being done with persons having returned to PEI and self-isolating has followed
2593 persons since end-March (of which 1585 are being followed at this time).
C) Border screening since end-March checked 1407 vehicles/1758 persons via the Ch’ town
Airport and Confederation Bridge.

D) Guidelines for long-term care facilities have been published (see link below).

E) Guidelines for the seafood/lobster fishing industry (vessels, processing, etc.) will be published

in the coming days, ahead of the new May 15 start date.

F) The ease-back will maintain ongoing tight measures at the borders and in long-term care,

and the restriction of mass gatherings. Medical procedures which had been initially postponed

are scheduled to resume first if safe to do so (Marion Dowling mentioned that those persons
will be contacted by Health PEI); outdoor activities are also being considered. When asked
for an example, Dr. Morrison mentioned recreational fishing (angling).

G) A mental health option is now included in the COVID-19 response line (1-833-533-9333).
