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A) Premier McNeil had to reconfirm that Dr. Strang and businesses have been working on
developing the measures needed for reopening, and once the practices are put in place, all
associations will inform their members, and activity will resume for all around early-June.

B) Additionally Dr. Strang is also working with associates in Labour and Occupational Health
and Safety who then reached out to independent businesses not part of any associations to
help them build a reopening plan.

C) Premier McNeil also said that those businesses that were not required to close by public
health order, but did due to lack of customers, are starting to reopen slowly while
maintaining public health measures such as social distancing, additional sanitizer stations,
visors and guards, etc.

D) Interms of childcare centres, they are still on target for June 8 reopening. Workplaces and

employers are using different strategies, such as double-shifts or staggered hours to cope.



E) Premier McNeil urged businesses to submit their reopening plans to public health as soon

as possible. A new website to support businesses is in the works.
