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A) Premier Higgs announced that one of the now 3 active cases, a NB healthcare

professional, traveled to QC for personal reasons, was not forthcoming about their reasons
for travel upon returning, and they did not self-isolate. They saw numerous patients in the
two weeks since their return. Therefore, there is a likelihood that contacts of this case may
have been infected.

B) As aresult, Zone 5 will move back to the Orange Level, and restrictions lifted last week will

be reinstated (personal service businesses will have to close again, two-family bubble
only).

C) Premier Higgs also reminded everyone wearing a mask (at the grocery store, the
pharmacy, communal areas in the office, anywhere close contact with others is inevitable)
is not a suggestion, it is a part of the emergency order.

D) During Q&A Premier Higgs mentioned that they are considering roadblocks as a possible
way to prevent movement between zones, but trusts NBers will do what is appropriate to
contain the spread within the zone and within the province.
