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® Dr. Strang explained that NS has finally integrated its lab information data into the
Panorama (national public health electronic information system) data system (first province
to do so). This means that starting tomorrow (June 10), NS will reconcile inconsistencies
and publish complete and accurate data.

® Travel was the other major point of discussion; staycation within NS and supporting the NS
economy will be prioritized. Cottages, fishing, campgrounds, restaurants, but remember
social distancing and staying away from those outside the household bubble.

® Businesses are reopening and numbers remain low, but there are still cases where the
origin is unclear (community transmission) so NS must remain cautious at this time, prior to
further reopening.

® As regards an eventual Atlantic bubble, NS will need a few more weeks before making a

decision on this.
