A) 12 new confirmed cases. Total of 122 confirmed cases to date; some cases are still under investigation,

but all so far have been established to be travel-related or related to earlier cases: no clear evidence of

community spread as of yet. 3 confirmed cases hospitalized; 7 earlier cases recovered. 4731 negative

tests (quadrupled testing capacity compared with last week)

B) 3rd NS long-term care facility has had a confirmed case; measures are being put in place. Other two
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long-term care facility cases announced yesterday: all tests came back negative (staff, residents);
preventive measures are still in place. All long-term care facilities: all residents have their temperatures
checked twice daily. Very important to protect most vulnerable citizens (No cases above 80 years of age,
very few in the 60’s and 70’s)

C) There are still reports of individuals gathering and doing group activities: reiteration of importance of
measures put in place; COVID-19 is life-threatening; NS will be working with law enforcement to make
sure all understand that social distancing and self-isolation regulations are being respected.

D) 60 to 70 % of bed capacity in hospitals

A) There is an essential service/commercial lane for entering NS; there should not be any substantial
delays. iPads in long-term care facilities so residents can stay in touch with loved ones

B) Enforcement of regulations by officers of the peace through fines and such: there has been an
educational period; it is now over.

C) Regarding those who blatantly disobey the regulations in place: public health experts around the world
agree, social distancing and self-isolation is the best strategy there is to flatten the curve and protect

fellow citizens. Now, law enforcement officers will resort to ticketing and towing if necessary. “The

reckless few, shame on you. If you can’t do your part, law enforcement will do it for you.”
