A) Brief focus was on primary resources and education/early childcare. Primary economic sectors of

agriculture, fisheries and tourism have been hit hard by COVID-19.

- Agriculture:

e Challenges with getting last season’ s harvested crops and products to market, which was hit
hard worldwide. Issue ensuring farmers are equipped with labor and resources to put crops in the
ground. Minister Thompson (Minister of Agriculture and Land) will address this in future briefings.

- Tourism:

e Was positioned for optimistic season with strong bookings, but these were cancelled. Minister
MacKay and Tourism PEI working with industry to find solutions with cash flow issues, and just
when season could begin. Short window to make money. Financial arrangements are made
around balloon payments in late summer or fall, which is now very difficult, if not impossible.
Tourism has carried PEI economy for many years, like agriculture and fisheries have. Will help
them weather the storm.

- Fisheries:

e Many questions, and there are not answers yet. As it stands today, operating under hope that
there will be a spring fishing season. Markets exist and want PEI fisheries products.This is a
federally regulated sector so the final decision will come from Ottawa, but PEI sees many factors
at play, and the main concern is assessing whether lobsters can be safely harvested, bought/sold,
transferred, and processed within COVID-19 restrictions and measures in place.

o No definite position yet as to what the best option is. No consensus. Many sectors/regions do not

know what to think. So there is an effort to continue working together, and consult across the
board to ensure opinions are heard and decisions are made in the best interest of all.

Collectively these 3 industries bring 2B$ in economic activity to PEI annually, employ thousands, so

needed investments will be made to carry them through and prepare them for recovery. Fishers want

to fish, farmers want to farm, tourism wants to extend Island hospitality. There will be efforts to hold
on to the incredible markets PEI has built, open to choices that did not have to be made before. PEI

Government will help the primary sector survive and thrive.

Regarding the future of this year's commercial fishing seasons and those who work in the industry,
many Island families are tied to livelihood of fishing industry. PEI has been working with regional and

federal counterparts. Seafood is considered essential under the federal identification process. Need

leadership from Federal Government to decide on the future of the spring season, and that there is

regional parity to such decision.

PEI Government wants to see the spring fishery season take place while ensuring the safety of those

working in it. The different industries for lobster, crab, finfish, oysters, mussels, etc. must be heard

and taken into consideration. The fishing industry contributes almost 600M$ to Island economy, and

employs 8,000 Islanders, per year.

Concerns include job insecurity, decrease in sales, worry about upcoming seasons, and providing a

safe working environment while trying to find a market for products. There are ongoing discussions

with Federal Minister of Fisheries and Oceans, and Eastern Canadian colleagues to develop joint

solutions on fishing and aquaculture, including support and programs for lobster, crab, finfish, oyster,

and shellfish fisheries, to determine what spring season will look like.

Working with associations and industries to ensure every touchpoint in each sector is safe and
complies with CPHO standers, as well as quality control protocol.

PEI Government is committed to helping people return to work and support businesses and

organizations hire staff they need. Employment Development Agency (EDA) exists to provide short-

term assistance to people seeking work and organizations including businesses, NPO, and

communities looking for workers. Jobs for Youth extended its program deadline from March 31 to

April 30. Approved businesses will be posted to PEI website, so young people can apply for jobs that
interest them. Jobs for Youth supports 400 students annually, prepared to increase this amount.
Regular programs also remain open to applications, even if process has changed due to measures in

place.

Schools are reaching out to support children and families in never-before seen ways. Teachers are

working with the Department and school boards to provide home learning support to over 20,000

students. Reaching out to students in ways that work best for the students, by phone, email, or
online.

home. Exploring getting Chromebooks from schools to homes (gr. 12 and up), and safely distributing
printed materials to homes without technology/internet access. Parent tips were posted online to
help them support home learning. Parents should just do their best. When schools reopen, all
children will be supported so they can move forward with their learning.

B) School counselors and psychologists are reaching out to help. Student Services has set up a new
Facebook page with tips and videos. Students and families who need help can reach out to 902-368-
5155. Vulnerable children/youth can call 1-800-668-6868.

C) Inthe absence of school breakfast and lunch programs, almost 3,000 healthy meals will be prepared

and delivered to students this week. Provides 1 meal per student each day plus snacks. Safe

delivery through Government Departments collaborating with volunteers and partner organizations.

D) Early childhood educators are setting up emergency childcare for essential workers. 600 families

have applied and will be reached by telephone by end of this week. Clear guidelines for centers:

Limit of 20 people (incl. both children and adults) per center, no more than 5 people in a room, social
distancing, increased cleaning and disinfecting, staggered drop-off, and outdoor playtimes. 11
centers operating now, 13 more ready to go. Inspectors ensure all are kept safe. Public libraries also
posting online resources. Concerns about post-secondary students will be followed-up on.

During Q&A

the Premier was asked whether he was concerned by the delays in getting results back from the NML in

Winnipeg, and he confirmed that he was, especially since it might give Islanders a false sense of security

that the worst was already behind them; he is putting every type of pressure that he can to obtain results
more quickly.

Minister Fox was asked about the current Federal stance on the spring fishing season, and he said that
the Federal Minister wants direction from provincial ministers on what such a season would look like if it
did go forward.

There was a question about whether seasonal restaurants will be able to open this year. Premier King
said this is very much on everyone’s mind; they are taking direction from the CPHO, but it is still too early
to know for now.

When the Premier was asked what kind of compensation would go to fishers if the season doesn’t go
ahead, he replied this is very much for future discussion, but that the issue has been raised with other
Atlantic Premiers (Fox added Quebec also), and it would have to be in the multi-millions of dollars, in

addition to being fair to all sectors across this region.
