guidelines in long-term care homes will be further relaxed, opportunity for sport and recreational activities will
be increased, and more public services will be available. Detailed information about the New Normal phase is
now available online.

Dr. Morrison also confirmed that the province has also launched a three-phased colour coded COVID-19 Alert
Level System to support planning and help guide decision-making during the pandemic. Beginning Thursday,
the province will be in the green phase or New Normal phase. Other phases include Caution (yellow) and
Restricted (red). Key factors such as transmission of COVID-19 in the province, public health capacity (to
carry out testing, operation isolation and contact tracing), health care system capacity, outbreak risk in
vulnerable settings such as long-term care, risk of importation of COVID-19 into the province, and overall
impact to Islanders will be used to determine when to move between the various alert levels. Information
about the new alert system is available online.
