Instead of trying to tell Quebec and the provinces how to run long-term care homes, Justin Trudeau should
focus on ensuring the Canadian border stays closed until the end of the year, Premier Francois Legault
said Tuesday. “He waited too much last March to close the borders. This time we have to take no chance
and leave the borders closed at least until the end of the year.”

Quebec workplaces linked to almost 30% of new coronavirus cases: data

Data from the Institut national de santé publique du Québec details a mountainous spike leading into the
second wave of the pandemic across factories, grocery stores and restaurants, and spreading from urban
centres into rural towns. It's the most comprehensive information on workplace outbreaks released in
Canada to date. More than one-quarter, or 29 per cent, of all new COVID-19 cases in the second week of
October were linked to workplace outbreaks, according to the data from the INSPQ and the province’s
health ministry — a data point that few provinces have made available. The data also dives into individual
industries. Of the nearly 900 individual workplaces that had outbreaks from mid-June to mid-October, the
hardest hit sectors include manufacturing with 174 workplaces affected, retail with 157 and restaurants
and accommodation with 120.

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Fitzgerald also announced public health is lowering the threshold for COVID-19 testing. Until now, people had
to have two or more symptoms of COVID-19 in order to meet testing criteria. Effective Monday,

people experiencing even a single symptom of fever, or new or worsening cough, will meet the testing criteria,
she said.

For other symptoms — headaches, unusual fatigue, new muscle aches, loss of appetite, loss of taste or smell,
vomiting or diarrhea for 24 hours, sore throat or difficulty swallowing, difficulty breathing, a runny, stuffy or
congested nose — people will meet testing criteria if they are experiencing at least two of them.
