Statistics Canada will be sending out finger-prick blood test kits and surveys to 48,000 Canadians, including

young children, living in Canada’'s 10 provinces and three territories. The countrywide study launched today will

seek to better understand how many Canadians have had COVID-19 and whether they experienced any

symptoms. Funded by the COVID-19 Immunity Task Force and carried out by Statistics Canada, the study

follows a similar project in May that found fewer than one per cent of Canadians had been infected.
