announced an easing of COVID-19 restrictions including larger gatherings, more visitors in long-term care

homes and a resumption of organized sports.

They made the announcement Thursday during an unscheduled briefing.

The restrictions will ease Friday at 8 a.m. and the changes will last until Jan. 11. The new measures include:

A household can welcome 10 additional people for a private gathering.

Restaurants may offer dining room service again, but must close by 11 p.m. and capacity will be reduced.
Recreational and organized sports can resume, but tournaments are banned.

Residents in long-term care many have two partners in care each plus up to six additional visitors in
assigned areas.

Organized gatherings such as church services and concerts may resume with a maximum of 50 people
plus a second cohort of 50 if there is an approved operational plan.

Weddings and funerals may now have 50 people in attendance.

Gyms, museums, craft fairs, markets and retail establishments can operate at 50 per cent of normal

capacity.

With increased travel during the holidays, Morrison said she still expects to see more cases of COVID-19 on

P.E.l. in the coming weeks.
