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N.B. COVID-19 roundup: Low weekend vaccination rates put Aug. 2 reopening in doubt

Only 414 COVID-19 vaccines were administered in New Brunswick on Sunday, the lowest number since
at least March, raising doubts the province will reach its double vaccination goal and lift all restrictions by
Aug. 2, according to one data cruncher. 58.1% are fully vaccinated and 80.4% have received at least one
dose. At the current pace, the province will hits its path to green target to have 75 per cent of eligible New
Brunswickers fully vaccinated two days late, by Aug. 4.
