® Lift all mandatory travel and public health restrictions that have been in place over the course of the
pandemic.

@ Lift all provincial border restrictions; provincial border checks will cease, and registration will no
longer be required to enter New Brunswick from anywhere in Canada. It is important to note that
federal border restrictions will remain in effect.

® Lift all limits on gatherings and the number of people within facilities. Capacity limits in theatres,
restaurants and stores will no longer be required.

® End the requirement to wear face masks in public.
