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Public Advisory: Thirty New Confirmed Cases of COVID-19 in Newfoundland and Labrador

Effective Saturday, October 23 at 12:01 a.m., areas on the Burin Peninsula will move to Alert Level 3. The area
included is from Red Harbour south to Epworth-Grand Salmonier including Jean de Baie, Spanish Room, Rock
Harbour, Marystown, Beau Bois, Fox Cove-Mortier, Burin, and Lewin’s Cove. Also included are Frenchman’s
Cove and Garnish. This will give Public Health the ability to carry out their investigation and conduct community
wide testing in the area, while reducing the risk of onward transmission and spread. Please refer to
