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Circuit breaker extended in zones 1 and 2 but ending in zones 3, 4 and 5 beginning at 6 p.m. on
Friday, Nov. 5

The circuit breaker will continue for another seven days in a large section of Zone 1 (Moncton region)
and a large part of Zone 2 (Saint John region) as the overall case activity remains high and positivity
rates are above the provincial average.

Additionally, due to the reduced cases and hospitalizations, effective at 6 p.m. on Friday, Nov. 5, circuit
breaker restrictions in the northern part of Zone 3 (Fredericton region), Zone 4 (Edmundston region) and
Zone 5 (Campbellton region) will be lifted.
