NLVaxVerify is now able to accept Canadian COVID-19 proof of vaccination QR codes from all provinces and
territories in Canada.

Canadian travellers who are fully vaccinated with a Health Canada approved vaccine can show their Canadian
COVID-19 proof of vaccination to access businesses and activities where proof of vaccination is required.
Businesses and organizations are to use NLVaxVerify to scan QR codes on the Canadian COVID-19 proof of
vaccination. NLVaxVerify is the only approved app to use in Newfoundland and Labrador to scan any proof of
vaccination QR code.
