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COVID-19 Boosters for Nova Scotians 18 and Older

The Province has expanded eligibility for COVID-19 booster doses to include anyone 18 years of age
and older. Booster doses are administered at least 168 days after the primary series. People who
received two doses of the AstraZeneca vaccine or the one-dose Janssen vaccine are still eligible to
schedule a booster dose of mMRNA vaccine.
