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Nearly two million Quebeckers infected with COVID-19 during fifth wave, public health chief says
Two million Quebeckers — roughly a quarter of the province’s population — have been infected with
COVID-19 since the start of the fifth wave of the pandemic in December, Quebec’s interim public health
director said. “It's a lot,” Dr. Luc Boileau told reporters, adding that the number is an estimate based on
government health data. “It signifies that in all probability, about 25 per cent of the province was infected
recently. And if we add those infected during the four preceding waves, we’ve surpassed 40 per cent and
are closer to 50 per cent [of Quebeckers] who’ve been infected in the past two years.”
